Cambuskenneth Abbey and Tower: one of Stirling’s most important locations featuring Picts, Scots, log boats, Bruce, Wallace, James III’s and IVth’s tomb, a 17th Sniper and much, much more! 9th and 14th September

In the Stirling area on 14th and 15th of September 2013 you can explore places that are normally closed to the public, some places only open up once a year for Doors Open Days, for others this may be a once in a lifetime opportunity.
